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Call for Papers
— Global Law Updates (Issue No. 1)

Global Law Updates is hosted by the China National Institute for SCO
International Exchange and Judicial Cooperation at Shanghai University of Political
Science and Law. This bulletin is designed for all member states of the Shanghai
Cooperation Organization (SCO) and aims to compile research focused on legal
changes and trends both within SCO member states, as well as globally. The bulletin
seeks to feature contributions from distinguished scholars, talented doctoral
candidates, and legal professionals, addressing various aspects of global legal
developments. The first issue of Global Law Updates will include three main sections:

Section 1: Amendments to Constitutions and Constitutional Legal Acts

This section should include:

1. The context and rationale behind amendments to constitutions or
constitutional legal documents;

2. The main aspects of the amendments;

3. A comparative analysis of previous and current legislation;

4. The potential impacts of the amendments on the country and on other
nations.

Section 2: Monitoring Recent Legal Developments in Different Countries

In this section, authors are required to select a recently amended law from their
country. Submissions should include:

1. The context and rationale behind the amendments;

2. The main aspects of the amendments;

3. A comparative analysis of previous and current legislation;

4. The potential impacts of the amendments on the country and other nations, or
their responses.

Section 3: Thematic Studies

This section should provide an analysis of the current situation in the author’s
country, along with proposals for addressing key issues. Topics may be selected from
the list below or or may encompass other areas related to global legal trends. Titles of
submissions should align within the following thematic directions:

1. Studies on bilateral and regional economic cooperation and development;

2. Mechanisms for internal and external coordination to manage risks in
bilateral and regional economic cooperation;

3. Digital trade and the digital rule of law;

4. Protection of overseas interests and the development of a foreign-related
legal system;

5. Mechanisms for international interaction and cooperation in emerging fields;
Mechanisms for diversifying financing and investment;

Studies on the WTO and related regional trade agreements;
Sanctions and counter-sanctions in international trade law;
Long-arm jurisdiction and countermeasures in international law;
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10. Practical approaches to training professionals in foreign-related legal affairs.

Global Law Updates will award certificates and pay honoraria for all selected
articles. The amount of honoraria will depend on the level of the award: First,
Second, or Third Prize. The submission deadline for the first issue is March 1, 2025.
Authors must guarantee that they hold copyright for their submissions and that the
submissions do not infringe upon the copyrights of any other individual or
organization. Articles must not have been previously published in the same language
in any print or electronic medium. The editorial team of Global Law Updates reserves
the right to make technical adjustments to submissions and holds the copyright to the
publication, while authors bear full responsibility for the content of their articles.

Articles for the first issue must strictly adhere to the thematic sections outlined in
the call for papers and should be approximately 5,000 words in length. Submission
languages could be English, Russian, or Chinese. All submissions must include an
abstract of 300 - 500 words in English that clearly summarizes the main arguments
and content of the article, and three keywords in English. For Chinese submissions,
the editorial style must conform to the latest version of the Legal Citation Manual
(http://cbimg.cnki.net/Editor/2019/1107/zgfx/090fce08-e3¢7-4231-b406-8a84d177b0
24.pdf). Please submit the electronic version of your article (in Word format) along
with an attachment containing the author's academic profile (in Excel format) via
email to the editorial office. The editorial team will provide feedback on the
preliminary review within 15 working days and will promptly organize expert
evaluations for articles that pass the preliminary review.
